Dear Sir,

Thank you for your work protecting the outstanding values of the White Salmon River.

I’m concerned that many parts of the White Salmon River Management Plan have not been implemented, as required by the Wild and Scenic Rivers Act. Implementation of the Management Plan is absolutely key to protection of the White Salmon. 

Specifically, important components of a necessary management plan include: 

1. Annual review/update of priority parcels for acquisitions/easements. 

2. Specific outreach program to owners of priority parcels including SDS Lumber Company.

3. Active public outreach program to landowners, realtors, general public, others re what Wild and Scenic means, benefits, protections needed, etc.

4. Continued outreach and monitoring to recreation community especially boaters.

5. Priority parcels put forward to the region annually for acquisitions list; pro-active work on USFS Hood River staff in regional prioritization process to secure funds for White Salmon acquisitions.

6. Active partnership with our organizations to secure funding.

7. Monitoring program for water quality, fisheries, land use changes, etc.

8. Inventory program to determine biological diversity.
